Poetry Book

You will be creating a book full of your own poetry.  You may choose to have one theme for all of your poems or divide your book into thematic sections.  After you have compiled your final collection, I will bind your book for you.  You may include as many poems as you want, but here are some guidelines:
*To earn a “2” – You must include a minimum of 15 poems, including at least 10 different types (see attached sheet, “Poetic Formats” or use other sources).

*To earn “3” – You must include a minimum of at least 20 poems, including at least 15 different types.

*To earn a “4” – You must include a minimum of at least 25 poems, including at least 20 different types.

*To earn a “5” – You must include a minimum of at least 30 poems, including at least 25 different types.

**You may only include 2 couplets, 2 hink-pinks, 2 haiku, 2 triplets, 1 acrostic, and 1 bio-poem.
You are to put each type of poem on a separate page.  The poems that are the same type can be put on one page (for example, the couplets can be on one page).  The poems can be typed (in font no smaller than 10) or written neatly (in cursive).  Each page must have at least one related image.  The pictures should be in color (they can be drawn, clip art, magazine clippings, etc.).  On the top of each page, write the type of poem in large font.  Your book should have a front and back cover, as well as a table of contents and page numbers.  Your front cover should include a title for the entire collection, your name, class, school and the date the book is due. You must also include an introduction page for your book.
All poems should have a title in quotation marks.  Also, they should not be first drafts.  They should be revised and edited to find the “perfect” words.  Remember, each word should be chosen carefully because every word is important!  Also, make use of the “Glossary of Poetic Devices” attached to this packet.  You may also look to published poetry for inspiration as long as you give credit to the original author.
